FAMILY LIFE & FELLOWSHIP
11 women participated in MOMS.  3 were called to ministry to be trained facilitators.
20 couples participated in the four sessions of Marriage Enrichment.
35-40 new families registered at the four sessions of First Step where newcomers are       introduced to the concept of “belonging” to St. Max rather than “attending”.
GOALS:
· Identify and train a new bilingual facilitator for Newcomers Ministry.
· Mini retreat for MOMS to reintroduce the program before the Fall 2010 session begins.
· St. Maximilian Kolbe anniversary celebration on August 14.
EVANGELIZATION & FAITH FORMATION
13 new catechists were added to our Faith Formation team.
The IFG assessment was administered to adults who attended faith formation.
The Youth Group facilitated Souper Bowl, Operation Rice Bowl, and Fair Trade Café.
GOALS:
· Develop Faith Formation curriculum for adults and children based on the results from the IFG and ACRE assessments.
· Offer catechists training three times a year.
· Offer youth retreats and Sacramental preparation awareness and involvement.
LITURGY & WORSHIP
Catechesis for the assembly & ministers.
Liturgical ministry leaders worked closer together on achieving our mission.
GOALS:
· Introduce the new Liturgical text for the English Masses.
· Introduce a repertoire of songs that will increase singing at Mass.
· Provide training for liturgical ministry leaders, evaluation of liturgical ministries, and education program for ministers and assembly.
PASTORAL CARE & SOCIAL JUSTICE
A new Commission was formed with the focus on education and development.
Ministry to the Sick expanded to hospital and nursing home visits.
198 attended Mary and Me Tea and the Angel Tree received 670 gifts for needy families.
GOALS:
· Explore new options for partnerships and outreach in the community.
· $50,000 from tithe over four years to help support St. Max Middle School in the Dominican Republic and $5,000 for orphanage in Haiti.
· Increased education on Catholic Social Teaching.
STEWARDSHIP & DEVELOPMENT
40 parishioners participated in Crown Ministries.
216 parishioners committed to a new ministry.
Initiated the first Commissioning Ceremony for those involved in ministry and a Ministry Brunch to gather the leaders of ministry.
GOALS:
· Initiate leadership training.
· Expand Crown Ministries to include children and teens.
· Exchange ideas with other Stewardship parishes.
BUILDING COMMITTEE
Diocese took title of the 7 acres of land donated by Avalon Park Group for the future church.
Construction documents by Baker Barrios Architects are 95% complete and ready for final diocesan approval.

1 Corinthians 4:7, Paul asks, “And what do you have that you did not receive?”
