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Construction Status:
Fr. David, Doug Lack, and Jeff McComas met with Antonio Aguerrevere, the diocesan director of building and construction. He determined that we will have an architect draw up plans (summer/fall 2000), solicit qualified general contractors to bid (winter 2009), and build our parish community center to be completed by Fall 2010.  
With the approval of the diocesan finance council, the parish has engaged the local architect firm Baker Barrios as the architect of record to draw up construction documents. BCDM architects, who drew up our Master Site Plan, are consulting architects. Fr. David, Dick Gentner (the chair of the site planning committee), Jeff McComas, Lydia Britton, Jenn Murphy, and Janine Corneau met with the architects on April 1 to brainstorm more details about the parish community center. 
Albert Bustamante, our diocesan lawyer, reported that we have nearly finished our joint use agreements with Avalon Park and OUC and Orange County Parks. We have completed our agreement with Avalon Middle School to use their parking lot across Mailer Boulevard on Sunday morning. After more surveying, legal descriptions, conveyances, and mitigation are completed, we hope to take title to the property in Fall 2009.
Some of you in the construction industry have asked how you can help. Let Dick Gentner know your interest. His email is rgentner@comcast.net. In particular, we are interviewing Owner’s Reps. If you have owner’s rep experience with similar sized projects, please let Dick know.

The Site Planning Committee (Dick Gentner, Doug Lack, Dave Schmitt, Jeff McComas, David Munoz, Fr. David) has met every other Monday evening the past two years. Jim Connors from the Finance Council also meets with the Committee. With the milestone of diocesan approval, the committee is now officially the Building Committee.

With seating for 750, a chapel, kitchen, faith formation rooms, and four rooms for a “Mother’s Day Out” pre-school, the parish community center will give us a home for worship, provide facilities for faith formation, and grow our ministry to the community.
