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ST. MAXIMILIAN KOLBE CONSTRUCTION UPDATE
MAY 8-9, 2010

“Go, tell my servant David, 'Thus says the LORD: Should you build me a house to dwell in?’” 2 Samuel 7:5.

When you have a moment, take a drive (or a stroll) down Mailer Blvd., which is the southern entrance to Avalon Park. Across from the middle school you will now see a wooden sign proclaiming the future home of St. Maximilian Kolbe parish. 

While this is a tangible, public indication of the progress we are making towards the construction of our new Parish Community Center, be assured that a significant amount of work continues behind the scenes. 

[image: C:\Users\tom\Documents\Cavanagh\Personal\SMK\SMK_floor_plan_3_July_2009[1].JPG]The Building Committee continues to meet and work on all of the many “backstage” activities necessary to make our new Parish Community Center a reality.

These activities include civil engineering requirements such as preparing planning documents, coordination with parks & recreation, and soil testing; architectural requirements including the completion of construction and bid documents; and legal requirements including interaction with Orange County, the Orlando Utilities Commission, and the St. Johns River Water Resource Management District.

The Parish Community Center will become the hub of our spiritual 


community. With 700 seats for Mass, the new 20,000 sq. ft. Parish Community Center will provide a permanent home where the St. Maximilian Kolbe family can gather together. The facility will also provide classrooms for faith formation and a kitchen for events. In addition, there will be childcare facilities and a Blessed Sacrament chapel. 

To finance the construction of our Parish Community Center, we must borrow from our “bank,” the Diocese of Orlando. We will be taking on two separate loans. The first loan is for about $4.3 million, which will pay for building construction. The second loan for about $1.32 million will pay for site development. These loans will be paid back through your Alive in 



Christ pledges, 10% of the weekly collection, and revenue from childcare.

So far, we have received approximately 27% of the $1,486,492 pledged for Alive in Christ, or $400,339. Our construction and site development financing depend upon the sale of diocesan property in Viera in Brevard County. While there are no guarantees in today’s economy, we are still hopeful that this property in Viera will be sold by late summer. Once that sale is complete, construction of the St. Max Parish Community Center is the Diocese’s top priority. Depending upon financing, it’s possible that we may break ground in 2011. Once we break ground, it will take nine months to build the Parish Community Center.
