Sometimes commitments can blow up. A property bought with to fund an early retirement may have become an open drain on your 401k. Commitments are more fearsome than ever.
The only thing scarier than a life full of commitments, though, is a life without commitment. Without commitment, we drift unconnected. Without connections to one another and the Lord God, life is empty.

Commit and you will connect. Like a cell phone plugged into a charger, you will get charged up.
